1. First priority: Draft law “On soil protection”

1.a Justification of the request

The work on “Soil protection” draft law is quite a priority for the Ministry, as it is directly related to environmental problems as the soil erosion of coastal zone, arable land and riverbeds. This law will reflect the country obligations toward the Convention on Biodiversity and EU standards.

The process of drafting this law is new for Albania as there is neither exiting law in this field nor previous draft laws prepared

1.b Activities under this support

Foreign Expertise to Albania: The lack of country expertise raise the need of foreign specialized expertise in this filed. The incoming expertise is required for drafting the guidelines and the draft law report. The foreign expert will be based at the Natural Resources Administration and Biodiversity Directorate working in close cooperation with the MoE experts.

[One expert traveling to Albania x 2 times x 5 days]

Interministerial meeting: After the first draft is completed, an interministerial meeting will be held at the Ministry of Environment to discuss different actors responsibilities represented in the draft-Law.

[One day meeting x 25 participants]

Specialists meeting: Similarly to the Interministerial meeting, MoE will organize, a broad representation meting with representatives of academic institutions of the field and NGOs discussing the draft law and welcoming their contribution.

[One day meeting x 20 participants]

The people involved in this work will be from the Directorate for Natural Resources Administration and Biodiversity, Directorate for Legislation of the Ministry of Environment (MoE) and representatives of Ministry of Agriculture and Food.

2. Second priority: Draft law “Hazardous pollutants and technologies”
2.a Justification of the request

The draft law on “Hazardous pollutants and technologies” is scheduled to be presented at the Council of Ministers for approval by the end of June 2003. The development conditions of the country make the process of drafting this law, a priority. Albania is inheriting from the past the big problem of the hazardous pollutants and the technology from its old industry. The problem is mostly reflected in the hot spots and in other polluted sites newly created. 

Even for this draft we need foreign expertise, as we don’t have experience at all in this kind of laws. 

2.b Activities under this support

Foreign Expertise to Albania: The lack of country expertise raise the need of foreign specialized expertise in this filed. The incoming expertise is required for drafting the guidelines and the draft law report. The foreign expert will be based at the Directorate of Pollution Prevention and Control working in close cooperation with the MoE experts.

[One expert traveling to Albania x 2 times x 5 days]

Interministerial meeting: After the first draft is completed, an interministerial meeting will be held at the Ministry of Environment to discuss different actors responsibilities represented in the draft-Law.

[One day meeting x 25 participants]

Specialists meeting: Similarly to the Interministerial meeting, MoE will organize, a broad representation meting with representatives of academic institutions of the field and NGOs discussing the draft law and welcoming their contribution.

[One day meeting x 20 participants]

The people involved will be from the Directorate of Pollution Prevention and Control, Directorate for Legislation at MoE, from the Ministry for Industry and Energy, from the Ministry of Agriculture and Food, the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of Defense.

3. Second priority: Draft law “Hazardous pollutants and technologies”
3.a Justification of the request

There are planned two draft-decisions of the Council of Ministers to be implemented, regarding:

1- The organization and the activity of environmental inspectorate

2- Approval of the documentation needed for environmental permitting and permit elements.
Strengthening the inspectorates is a Ministry priority as they are dealing with the legal enforcement in the local level. Permitting is becoming a hot issue especially on preventing the environmental destruction due to the fast development and transition period. 

These acts are logical development of legal completing process, deriving after the approval of general law “On environmental protection” (Sept. 2002) as well as the Law “On environmental impact assessment” already in process of approval by the Albanian Parliament. 

The actual experience of the permitting system has shown different kind of problems starting from the elements (conditions) a good permit should contain, to the responsibilities of Local government and REA (Regional Environmental Agencies) dealing with the monitoring of permit application by the subject.

A number of projects have supported the Ministry on this field as REReP 1.7 (ongoing: inspectorate training and equipment), DFID project (ongoing: inspectorate training and management skills).

3.b Activities under this support

Technical support and study tour: The lack of country expertise raise the need of foreign specialized expertise in this filed. This expertise is foreseen to be channeled to Albania through a study tour into one-two countries of the region, where this system is developed the most.

Actors meeting: After the first drafts are completed, an actors’ meeting will be held at the Ministry of Environment to discuss different actors responsibilities represented in the draft-degrees.

The people involved in these drafts will be from different directorates of the MoE and REAs from districts. The support for both processes should be considered as one single activity

Ministry is aware that the scope of drafting listed legislation acts surpasses available resources of this Project and suggests that these issues are to be tackled through activities encompassing:

M5 foreign expertise to be used for assessing current situation and practices, and have an active part in legal drafting; prior knowledge of current Serbian national legislation is the condition

This section is tightly connected to A1 and represents an efficient follow-up tool for this activity.


As stated in the Needs Assessment and taking into account all other relevant activities of the Ministry and other organizations in Serbia, these needs can be addressed through the following:

M1 study trips of relevant Ministry officials;

M2 training of relevant staff and experience sharing through seminars and workshops;


This activity would be predominantly implemented through study trips and visits as the best available toll for collecting relevant information and experiences.


Officials to be nominated by the Ministry would go to study trips to selected EU and other (mainly EU accession) countries up to one month and would subsequently transfer their knowledge and experiences collected to other relevant staff in the Ministry.


This method of spreading the knowledge is highly cost-effective as available resources would be used for study trips abroad but the seminars and workshops would be organized in the country. In such a way valuable knowledge gathered by individuals would be amplified through the process of transferring and sharing knowledge and experiences.

Assistance in drafting chemical regulation


As stated in the Needs Assessment chemicals are regulated along the lines of OECD and EU lists as in Serbia, but again without the details. In this regard specific conditions listed in the Law need improvement and updating.


Industrial risk has an even more limited attention and is not contained in the integrated approach of BAT.


Mentioned needs could be effectively addressed through:

M1 study trips of relevant Ministry officials;

M5 foreign expertise; prior knowledge of current Serbian national legislation is the condition

Objective

To develop comprehensive laws and procedures to deal with EIA.

Comprehensive sub-legal act(s) on Environmental Impact Assessment

Proposal 1

Title of the proposal-project no.1:

"Workshop on ecologically labeled products"
Introduction:

In the establishment of the new relations on the world market of goods and services, a special place belongs to the products withs special type of labels, so called "eco labels", which are created according to the new international standards. Besides this, in EU a procedure for establishoing a new integrated policy for products (IPP) is ongoing. It should develop the market for the new "eco products" and enable the consumers access to information of the characteristics of the products and their impact on the environment. The new policy for products will develop a new mechanism for price forming, need for "eco products" and their new environmental designing and use.

Besides this, it might open new dimensions for development of the process for development of the employment process, economic and social reforms.

The countries in transition, striving to become members of the EU have to be in progress with these activities and use their possibilities and potentials for production of "eco products", which would be on a mutual pleasure and in the interest of the environmental protection in the European region.

The started process of harmonization of the national legislation in R. Macedonia for environmental protection with the appropriate legislation of the EU and the member countries, as well as the membership in STO, gives the right to the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning for increased interest for getting to know the "eco labeling" systems for products and implementation of similar ones in our country. For these reasons, we consider that in the starting phase we should propose this project.

Goal of the project: 

Goal of the project is organizing a Workshop for introducing the directives and the other EU regulations for ecological labeling, the needed infrastructure for their implementation, as well as exchange of experiences between the countries in transition from the Balkan region in this area. The countries from this region, having in mind their pledging for entering the EU have to be introduced with the EU regulations and the experiences of the EU member countries in the implementation of the directives, i.e. the regulations for ecological labeling, in order to create their own policy compatible with the EU policy.

Duration of the workshop: 2 days

Proposal - Programme for work: 

- Day one: presentation of experiences of the EU by experts from ECE, the responsible bodies of the member countries, companies and other participants from the EU member countries; with a coffee and lunch break;

- Day two: presentation of experiences in the ecological labeling of products from countries in transition having experience in the application of the international standards or the European regulations, with a coffe break. Final addressing with proposal conclusions from the seminar. 

Goal groups: Government bodies, i.e. relevant ministries, producers, associations of producers or chambers of commerce, associations of consumers, state service / administration for standardization.

Responsible body: Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning 

Number of participants: maximum of 30 

Expected outcome: 

The expected outcome of the workshop would be familirization of the Balkan countries with the European regulations and the needed infrastructure for implementation of the international and the European normatives and standards for ecological labeling of products, as well as the European integrated policy for products, in order to support and speed their approximation to EU, which is their strategic determination/decision in the further development.

Proposal 2

Title of the proposal-project no. 2:

"Workshop on environment management and EMAS"
Introduction:

The creation of the environmental management standards, besides the removing of the market bariers on the world market, was also aiming at promoting the sustainable development with sustainable use of the natural resources and integrating the environmental protection policy in the policy for company management, i.e. management of the enterprises from different areas of the economy. Owing an inyternational standard on environmental management would mean creating an image for the enterprise, and further, a special place on the international market of goods and services. 

The special relation of EU towards this kind of standards by adopting a legislation and establishing EMAS, initiates a great interest of the countries in transition towards it. For that reason, we consider they should be offered assistance in the identification of the activities that should be undertaken on different levels - governmental and non-governmental as well, in order to increase the number of the certified enterprises in accordance with the above standards.

The started process of harmonization of the national legislation for environmental protection in R. Macedonia with the appropriate one of EU, creates increased interest of the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning on the management systems, and especially according to the European normatives. Due to this, we consider it is necessary to propose this project, which would in a significant extent help to overcome the dilemmas and problems occuring while preparing the Laws. 

Goal of the project: 

Goal of the project introducing to the interested parties from the countries in transition European regulations on the environmental management and the needed infrastructure for their implementation and exchange of experiences between the Balkan countries and the EU countries on the environmental management.

Duration of the workshop: 2 days
Proposal - Programme for work: 

- Day one: introducing to the participants the EU legislation on environmental management by experts from ECE, the responsible bodies for certification of enterprises and the achievements of the enterprises that have established environmental management system; with a coffee and lunch break; 

- Day two: presentation of experiences in the environmental management of the enterprises from the Balkan countries in transition. 

Final addressing with proposal conclusions from the seminar. 

Goal groups: representatives of government bodies, interested enterprises and entities from the Balkan countries in transition.

Introduction


By signing the Agreement for Stabilization and Association between the Republic of Macedonia and the European Union and its member countries on April 9, 2001 in Luxemburg, and by entering into force of the Agreement between the two parties in June 2001, the Government of the Republic of Macedonia has undertaken activities in order to fulfill the obligations resulting from  Agreemen. Among the other activities there is certainly the approximation of the national legislation to the EU legislation. The establishment of appropriate institutional infrastructure is a very imortant step for realization of this. For this purpose, Working Committee and Sub-Committee for approximation of the legislation and 27 Working Groups from different areas were established. The Working Group for Environment is one of the Groups, dealing with several priority areas that should be regulated, including the area of the chemicals. 

According to the National Programme for approximation of the national legislation to the EU legislation, adopting a Regulation for Chemicals is planned, the Ministry of Environment and Physical Planning being responsible for its realization. This attitude was a result of the non-existance of a Regulation for Chemicals, and the existance of old legal solutions (Laws). 

In the frames of the REReP project "Prioritization of Enviromental Law Drafting Needs in SEE", assistance in the approximation and harmonization of the environmental legislation is planned, and the area of Chemicals is defined as a priority one.  

For that reason, before starting with the preparation of the regulation, we consider that organizing a  Workshop in the frames of this project would be especially useful. 

Goal of the project 

Introducing the current European legal acts in these areas to the participants, i.e. selecting the relevant European acts that should be harmonized with the Macedonian legislation, and introducing the institutional infrastructure in the implementation of the legal acts. 

Sub-Goals of the project 

      -    general introduction of the chemicals and types of chemicals

· introduction of the administration and technical structures for management and assessment of the introducing new chemicals and to the market in RM, appropriate classification, labeling/marking, packing and proceeding

Expected outcome

· Introducing the regulation in the area of chemicals in EU in order to enable identification and anticipation of the problems related to the transpozition of the directives.

· identification of the options planned with the EU measures for solving these issues

· use of the instruments for approximation of the legislation

Goal group

Duration of the activities
· Anticipated Seminar - Workshop of 2 working days 

Planned activities

Organizing a two-day Workshop 

Day one - introduction of the clue chemicals, type of chemicals, chemicals' impact on the environment and people's health, as well as the seriousness of the consequences that could result from the non-reguletion/non-existance of a good legal framework (lecture by a foreign expert) 

- presentation of the national legislation (domestic expert) 
- Lunch - break

Day one - afternoon: presentation of the EU regulation - explanation of the relevant EU legal acts important for this area which should be transponed in our legislation. This would cover explanation of the essence of the Directives and the vital requirements in them, i.e. explanation of the steps that should be undertaken for approximation to the EU legislation, explanation about the market of chemicals, introduction of the technical structures for management and assessment of the introducing new chemicals, appropriate classification, labeling/marking, packing and proceeding - as it is set on a state and local level, industrial production capacities and customs control.

Day two - the Workshop would be organized in Working Groups - in which subject would be the transposition of one of the Directives in the Macedonian legislation.

Day two - Afternoon: conclusions from the work of the Working Groups.

Discussion for defining the future priority steps that should be undertaken would follow. 
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
